A Evidence from OECD (2002) found that reading
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educational success

A Children who read very little do not have the
benefits that come with reading, and studies
show that when struggling readers are not
motivated to read, their opportunities to learn
decreasesignificantly.

(Baker, Dreher and Guthrie, 20Qited in Clarkand Rumbold, 2006



A Clark (201}1in a large scale survey of over 18,0
young people found that those who reported
enjoying reading very much were six times mor
likely than those who did not enjoy reading to
read above the expected level for their age.

A Youngpeople who reported not enjoying reading
at all were 11 times more likely than those who

enjoyed reading very much to read below the
level expected for their age.
