	Impact Future: 1) This has been the most impactful decision this year as it has provided us with consistent, effective resources that non-specialist teachers can use to teach a broad and balanced PE curriculum. It has also enabled much more high-quality PE to take place from all pupils in all year groups. The longevity of this scheme of work has been considered with our partner Infant school where we will have a consistent, progressive PE curriculum from EYFS up to Y6, with clear assessment guidance and planning to ensure quality-first teaching can be achieved in PE and sport within both schools. This will help to enable a higher standard of academic ability and understanding across children that progress through both school respectively.







2) This has been absolutely integral at raising the standard of PE and sport across the school. Achievements have been shared within school noticeboards but also to our parents on different platforms online. This has been a huge stepping stone to encouraging more children to access sport, in addition to our curriculum PE offering, and promote healthier lifestyle, both within and outside school life.
